THE TERMS


1. Description of Instrument:  The Customer agrees to rent the musical instrument described on Page One of this agreement (the “Instrument”).

2. Rent:  Rent will be payable in advance, in bi-monthly installments pro-rated to the 1st of the month either preceding or following the date referred to at the top of this agreement (the “Effective Date”) and continuing on the same date in every second month thereafter.

3. Term:  This agreement shall be for a term of two (2) months; and unless this agreement is renewed as provided below, the Instrument shall be returned by the Customer to the Owner on or before last day of the term and in the same condition it was received.

4. Renewal:  This agreement shall be renewed on the same terms and conditions if the Instrument is not returned at the end of the existing two (2) month term.

5. Condition of Instrument:  The Owner shall make the Instrument available to the Customer for inspection on the Effective Date, and upon taking possession of the Instrument, the Customer shall acknowledge that the Instrument is in the condition described in on Page One; provided, however, that if the Customer is not satisfied with the condition of the Instrument, then the Customer may, within two (2) days of the Effective Date, return the Instrument to the Owner in same condition in which it was upon taking possession, and in that case the Owner shall refund the rent to the Customer and this agreement will be terminated. 

6. Use, Maintenance and Repair:  The name of anyone using the Instrument other than the Customer shall be provided on Page One of the Agreement, and the Customer shall keep the Instrument in good working order, and all condition any repairs, maintenance or replacement required to maintain the Instrument in good working order must be performed by the Owner at the expense of the Customer unless the optional Instrument Protection Policy has been purchased. 

7. Termination:  This Agreement may be terminated by the Customer at the end of any two (2) month term simply by returning the Instrument in good working condition (only reasonable wear and tear will be excepted) to the Owner with all shipping and/or postage charges prepaid; and upon the return of the Instrument, any repairs that the Owner deems necessary to restore the Instrument to good working condition will be charged to the Customer.   
8. Liability Waiver:  The Owner shall not be liable for any injury or loss sustained by the Customer by the operation, handling or transportation of the Instrument during the rental term.
9. Purchase Option:  When not in default under this agreement, the Customer shall have the option to purchase the Instrument at any time during the rental contract under the following details:  
a) 100% of all rental fees paid prior to the purchase date (the “Rental Credits”) will be credited towards the purchase price listed on page one (the “Purchase Price”).  In addition:
b) the Purchase Price shall be decreased by the following percentages if this option is exercised within the listed times after the Effective Date;
i) 20% within the first six (6) months;
ii) 10% between the first seven (7) and twelve (12) months 
10. Default:  In the event of default by the Customer, the Owner may terminate this agreement in which case the Customer shall pay any amounts outstanding and return the Instrument; and if the Customer refuses or neglects to return the Instrument, the Customer shall be deemed to have exercised the Option to Purchase and the balance of the Purchase Price together with any unpaid repair expenses shall be due and owing. 
Optional Instrument Protection Policy





The Owner agrees to cover the replacement costs on the instrument in the event of theft or loss due to fire, or other cases normally covered under house insurance up to a maximum of $1000 (proof in the form of a police report or report from insurance company will be required).  


The Owner agrees to cover the cost of repairs incurred under normal use and handling of the instrument.  Damage due to gross negligence or misuse of the instrument is not covered, nor is damage to mouthpieces.  All repair work must be performed by HornCraft Music.


The Owner agrees to cover the cost of standard maintenance required on the instrument during the length of the rental term (as performed by HornCraft Music).  


The Customer agrees to pay a fee of $4 per month plus GST and PST due in bimonthly installments in advance in addition to the regular rental fees.
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
